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Goals of the Policy: 
 

 Keeping students accountable for scholastic expectations. 
 Helping students achieve academic success. 
 Reward those students who exemplify the expectations we have for our student-

athletes and programs. 
 
Details of the Policy: 
 

 A grade report will be ran weekly, on Monday mornings - by the Athletic 
Department, to determine which students currently involved in a sport are earning a 
cumulative ÒDÓ or ÒFÓ in any class.  The report would be effective from Tuesday to 
Tuesday for eligibility purposes. 
 

 A student whose name appears on the report will be assigned to Opportunity Period 
with the Athletic Dept. Compliance Advisor, who will be in charge of attendance and 
ensuring student-athletes are sent to the appropriate tutors/teachers for the remainder 
of OP.  This advisor will also be in charge of notifying the Athletic Dept / Dean of 
Students concerning any attendance and/or discipline issues with the assigned 
students. 
 

 Students will be placed on a one-week probationary period if their name appears on 
the list.  A second consecutive week on the list (with an ÒFÓ) would result in 
suspension from all activities during the following week.  Consecutive weeks on the 
list (with a ÒDÓ) would simply result in continued mandatory OP tutoring.  A student 
who falls from a ÒDÓ in the first week to an ÒFÓ in the second week will be suspended 
from competition for the second week.     
 

 Teachers can send an email to Coach and Athletic/Activities Director removing the 
student from the ineligibility list at any point during the suspension / probationary 
period.  The student will continue in tutoring for the assigned week Ð and will be 
allowed to participate in contests if the email is received by 3p on the day before the 
contest.   
 

 Coaches may have policies that are stricter than this policy, but not less restrictive.   
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FAQ: 
 
Does this policy replace the current KSHSAA guidelines for eligibility? 
[KSHSAA eligibility still applies, but the goal of the policy would be to make sure all of our 
students are eligible per the KSHSAA policy.] 
 
What are the consequences for a student not attending their assigned OP/tutoring session? 
[The same consequences for any other student Ð 7am detention assigned by the Dean of 
Students.  We are providing an ÒopportunityÓ for students to make sure they are not declared 
ineligible.  It is their responsibility to take advantage of those opportunities.] 
 
What if OP does not suffice for time to make up work / test? 
[It is the studentÕs responsibility to make up work / test, not the teachers.  If work needs to be 
made up outside of OP, it will be at the teacherÕs discretion Ð not the studentÕs.] 
 
Where will the eligibility report be posted?   
[The report will be sent via email to all certified staff so as to solicit support from all the 
teachers that come into contact with a student and to foster communication.] 
 
Is this policy only for KSHSAA sponsored athletic activities? 
[Yes, at this point we have not considered the various other KSHSAA sponsored activities 
for this policy.] 
 
Will a student with a ÒDÓ ever be suspended? 
[No, this student will be required to attend OP / tutoring, but will be allowed to participate as 
long as their grade does not fall to an ÒFÓ.] 
 
When will the reports begin? 
[With the start of practice for each new season, to insure students are less likely to reach the 
ÒFÓ level.] 
 
When will this policy take effect? 
[The plan is for the policy to be in effect for the beginning of the 2009-10 school year.]
